THE UNDERHILL SOCIETY OF AMERICA
2009 ANNUAL MEETING AUGUST 28 -30
DEERFIELD, MASSACHUSETTS

The 2009 Annual Meeting will be held in
the National Historic Landmark colonial
village of Historic Deerfield. Though there
are many museum homes and museums in
Historic Deerfield, the village itself is not
a museum but rather is a living community
where people have lived and worked since
1673. As the northwestern frontier of the
Massachusetts Bay Colony Deerfield was
the scene of devastating attacks in 1675
and again in 1704 and suffered more cap-
tives taken to Quebec than any other New
England community during the French and
Indian Wars.

The plan for this yearis meeting is to offer
you a smorgasbord of activities for you to
choose as much or as little as you prefer.

We will all meet for dinner Saturday eve-
ning at the historic Deerfield Inn (www.
deerfieldinn.com) where Dr. Marge Bruchac
(www.maligeet.net) will join us as our guest
speaker. Marge is a dynamic speaker, col-
lege professor, and Abenaki Indian who
brings to life the intertwining of the English/
Indian/French in Deerfield. The colonial
world was far more complex and interesting
than most of us realize.

The Deerfield Inn is in the center of the vil-
lage and for those of you fortunate enough
to stay there, you will find everything in
Historic Deerfield within walking distance.
It is an elegant old inn. There are only 23
rooms and they vary as to type and price.
Make your reservations early. It is first
come first serve. The registration form also
provides group pricing and contact informa-
tion for the Hampton Inn four miles away
in Greenfield as an alternative. Both hotels
offer continental breakfast. (www.hamp-
toninn.com/en/hp/hotels/index.jhtml?ctyhoc
n=GFIMAHX).
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Most of the museum houses and museums
in Historic Deerfield are owned by Historic
Deerfield Inc. (www.historic-deerfield.org).
The Indian House and Memorial Hall Mu-
seum are owned by the Pocumtuck Valley
Memorial Association (www.old-deerfield.
org). The registration form offers you a
discounted admission($10) to all of Historic
Deerfield Inc. properties.

You can spend your entire stay in the vil-
lage visiting museums and museum houses,
taking in demonstrations and other events
that are offered that weekend, taking a walk
through the village or down the Channing
Blake Meadow Walk (www.historic-deer-
field.org/meadow-walk), or simply relaxing
at the Deerfield Inn.

You can alternatively take in many of the
other things to do and places to see that
Deerfield and the surrounding area has to of-
fer. If you have an interest that is not found
in the list that follows, donit hesitate to ask
me. The following sites are all in Deer-
field. I will provide a map to them after you
register.

Woolman Hill
