A new feature this summer is one of the 
nation’s largest children’s gardens.

JOHN UNDERHILL

A score of years had come and gone 
Since the Pilgrims landed on Plymouth stone, 

When Captain Underhill, bearing scars 
From Indian ambush and Flemish wars, 

Left three-hilled Boston and wandered down 
East by North, to Cocheco town. 

 
With Vane the younger, in council sweet, 

He had sat at Anna Hutchinson’s feet, 
And, when the bolt of banishment fell 

On the head of his saintly oracle, 
He had shared her ill as her good report, 

And braved the wrath of the General Court. 
 

He shook from his feet as he rode away 
The dust of the Massachusetts Bay. 

The world might bless and the world might ban, 
What did it matter the perfect man. 

To whom the freedom of earth was given, Proof against sin, 
and sure of heaven? 

 
He cheered his heart as he rode along 

With screed of Scripture and holy song, 
Or thought how he rode with his lances free 
By the Lower Rhine and the Zuyder-Zee, 
Till his wood-path grew to a trodden road, 
And Hilton Point in the distance showed. 

 
He saw the church with the block-house nigh, 

The two fair rivers, the flakes thereby. 
And, tracking to windward, low and crank, 
The little shallop from Strawberry Bank; 

And he rose in his stirrups and looked abroad 
Over land and water, and praised the Lord. 

 
Goodly and stately and grave to see,  

Into the clearing’s space rode he, 
With the sun on the hilt of his sword in sheath, 

And his silver buckles and spurs beneath, 
And the settlers welcomed him, one and all, 

From swift Quampeagan to Gonic Fall. 
 

And he said to the Elders; “Lo, I come 
As the way seemed open to seek a home. 

Somewhat the Lord hath wrought by my hands 
In the Narragansett and Netherlands, 

 And if here ye have work for a Christian man, 
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I will tarry, and serve ye as best I can. 
 

“ I boast not of gifts, but fain would own 
The wonderful favor God hath shown 
The special mercy vouchsafed one day 

On the shore of Narragansett Bay, 
As I sat, with my pipe, from the camp aside, 

And mused like Isaac at eventide. 
 

“A sudden sweetness of peace I found,  
A garment of gladness wrapped me round, 

I felt from the law of works released, 
The strife of the flesh and spirit ceased, 

My faith to a full assurance grew, 
And all I had hoped for myself I knew. 

 
“Now, as God appointeth, I keep my way, 

I shall not stumble, I shall not stray; 
He hath taken away my fig-leaf dress, 
I wear the robe of His righteousness; 
And the shafts of Satan no more avail 

Than Pequot arrows on Christian mail.”  
 

“Tarry with us,”  the settlers cried, 
“Thou man of God, as our ruler and guide.”  

And Captain Underhill bowed his head,  
“The will of the Lord be done!”  he said. 
And the morrow beheld him sitting down 

In the ruler’s seat in Cocheco town. 
 

And he judged therein as a just man should; 
His words were wise and his rule was good; 

He coveted not his neighbor’s land, 
From the holding of bribes he shook his hand; 

And through the camps of the heathen ran 
A wholesome fear of the valiant man. 

 
But the heart is deceitful, the good Book saith, 

And life hath ever a savor of death. 
Through hymns of triumph the tempter calls, 

And whoso thinketh he standeth falls. 
Alas! Ere their round the seasons ran, 

There was grief in the soul of the saintly man. 
 

The tempter’s arrows that rarely fail 
Had found the joints of his spiritual mail; 

And men took note of his gloomy air, 
The shame in his eye, the halt in his prayer, 

The signs of a battle lost within, 
The pain of a soul in the coils of sin. 

 
Then a whisper of scandal linked his name 

With broken vows and life of blame; 
And the people looked askance on him 

As he walked among them sullen and grim; 
Ill at ease, and bitter of work, 

And prompt of quarrel with hand or sword. 
 

None knew how, with prayer and fasting still, 
He strove in the bonds of his evil will; 

But he shook himself like Samson at length, 
And girded anew his loins of strength, 

And bade the crier go up and down 
And call together the wondering town. 

 
Jeer and murmur and shaking of head 

Ceased as he rose in his place and said; 
“Men, brethren, and fathers, well ye know 

How I came among you a year ago, 
Strong in the faith that my soul was freed 
From sin of feeling, or thought, or deed. 

 
“ I have sinned, I own it with grief and shame, 

But not with a lie on my lips I came. 
In my blindness I verily thought my heart 

Swept and garnished in every part. 
He chargeth His angels with folly; He sees 

The heavens unclean.  Was I more than These? 
 

“ I urge no plea.  At your feet I lay 
The trust you gave me, and go my way.  

Hate me or pity me, as you will, 
The Lord will have mercy on sinners still;  

And I, who am chiefest, say to all, 
Watch and pray, lest ye also fall.”  

 
No voice made answer; a sob so low 

That only his quickened ear could know 
Smote his heart with a bitter pain, 
As into the forest he rode again, 

And the veil of its oaken leave shut down 
On his latest glimpse of Cocheco town. 

 
Crystal-clear on the man of sin 

The streams flashed up, and the sky shone in; 
On his cheek of fever the cool wind blew, 

The leaves dropped on him their tears of dew, 
And angels of God, in the pure, sweet guise 
Of flowers, looked on him with sad surprise. 

 
Was his ear at fault that brook and breeze 

Sang in their saddest of minor keys? 
What was it the mournful wood-thrush said? 

What whispered the pine-trees overhead? 
Did he hear the Voice on his lonely way 

That Adam heard in the cool of day? 
 

Into the desert alone rode he, 
Alone with the Infinity Purity; 

And, bowing his soul to its tender rebuke, 
As Peter did to the Master’s look 

He measured his path with prayers of pain 
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For peace with God and Nature again. 
 

And in after years to Cocheco came 
The bruit of a once familiar name; 

How among the Dutch of New Netherlands, 
From wild Danskamer to Haarlem sands, 
A penitent soldier preached the Word, 

And smote the heathen with Gideon’s sword! 
 

And the heart of Boston was glad to hear 
How he harried the foe on the long frontier, 
And heaped on the land against him barred 
The coals of the generous watch and ward. 

Frailest and bravest! The Bay State still

OBITUARIES 

 
ALICE UNDERHILL MITCHELL 
  The Society has lost its longtime member Alice Underhill 
Mitchell, of East Williston, Long Island, New York.  Cousing 
Alice died on June 17, 2004, at Winthrop-University Hospital 
in Mineola, L. I.  She was 102 years old, and had been active 
in the Society for some fifty years.  She served for many years 
on the Board, including a term as Historian, and she always 
tried to attend the annual meeting, regardless of where it was 
held. 
  Alice Jackson Underhill was born at Jericho, L. I., on 
October 25, 1901, the daughter of Samuel Seaman Underhill 
Jr. and Carrie Holmes Jackson.  She was descended from 
Capt. John Underhill through his son John Jr., and like so 
many of that branch of the family she was a lifelong member 
of the Society of Friends (Quakers).  She grew up on her 
father’s farm, and attended school in Jericho and at Friends 
Academy in Locust Valley, L. I., before going away to the 
Maryland College for Women and then Cortland Normal 
School in upstate New York (now SUNY Cortland) where she 
graduated in 1926.  She taught school in Jericho and Mineola 
until her marriage in 1929 to Myron Colyer Mitchell.  They 
built the house at East Williston where Alice would live for 75 
years.  Myron went on to be the President of the Roslyn 
Savings Bank, but died in 1953 at age 57.  In her 51 years as a 
widow Alice was active in the Jericho Friends Meeting, 
serving 40 years as clerk of the Jericho Monthly Meeting.  She 
was a volunteer at Nassau Hospital in Mineola (now 
Winthrop-University).  In addition to the Underhill Society, 
she was a member of the D. A. R.  And one of her favorite 
pastimes was traveling, not just in the United States but to 
many other parts of the world. 
  In later years some of us were privileged to attend Alice’s 
birthday parties, where even at age 100 she would speak to the 
assembled guests.  Those who heard her recite long poems she 
had memorized as a child could not help but be amazed.  
When asked to what she attributed her long life, she would 
invariably mention her Quaker faith.  As her son Samuel 
Underhill Mitchell told a Newsday reporter after her death, “ I 
think she can attribute her longevity to peace at the center,”  
adding that the expression is based loosely upon a Quaker 
saying that refers to a person’s quest for the inner truth.  He 
added, “She was a peaceful sort of person, not 
confrontational.”  
  Alice is survived by her son Sam, who has also been a 
longtime life member and officer of the Society.  Her late 
sister Phebe Smith was the Society’s Corresponding Secretary,

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and Phebe’s daughter Phebe Alice Apgar is now the Society’s

  A large number of relatives and friends, including 
representatives of the Underhill Society, attended the funeral 
on June 23 at the Jericho Friends Meeting House.  Many of 
those present stood up to fondly recall their memories of 
Alice.  She was then laid to rest in the Mitchell family plot at 
Brookville Cemetery. 
 
ADELE H. TALMAGE 
  Information provided to the Society indicates that Adele H. 
Talmage of Riverhead, NY died June 17, 2003.  She was born 
April 7, 1906 and was the widow of Nathaniel A. Talmage 
who died in 1992.  While neither Adele or her husband have 
been connected with the Underhill genealogy it does appear 
that one was descended from the Underhills through a branch 
of the Cox family of Oyster Bay that moved to the east end of 
Long Island in the 19th century.  The Society is saddened to 
learn of Adele’s death as she was a faithful member of the 
Society for many years.

  Stanley Charles Scharf was born July 18, 1916, in Keppel, 
Saskatchewan.  His death occurred on February 22, 2004 in 
Kelowna, B. C.  He is survived by his wife of 62 years, 
Marion Marie (Underhill) Scharf; his daughter Judy (Larry) 
Cornish; son-in-law Jim (Val) Covey; six grandchildren; five 
great grandchildren; and one brother Harvey.  Stanley farmed 
his whole life in Saskatchewan, until he retired to Kelowna 22 
years ago.  His retirement years were full of his hobbies of 
gardening, church work at St. Paul’s United, bowling, fishing, 
and love for his family.  His passion for farming and nurturing 
the land never left him.  He was cared for by Dr. Stevenson 
and the Palliative Care workers who came to the house and at 
Cottonwoods who also provided care.  Stanley was preceded 
in death by his oldest daughter Alice Marie Scharf and his 
brother Clarence.  He was laid to rest at Kelowna Memorial 
Park Cemetery.  (See Underhill Genealogy, Volume 7, p.

JOSEPH CHANDLER COX 
  “The Huntley Kid has returned home!”  was the title of the 
obituary the Society received from Hans Hammer of Atlanta, 
Georgia.  Joseph was born March 8, 1910 and passed away 
after a brief illness in Seattle, Washington, May 23, 2004, at 
his home of over 50 years.  He was buried with his parents and 
siblings on June 1, 2004 in Mountainview Cemetery, Billings, 
Montana.  His descended through his paternal grandmother 
Phebe Underhill (1834-1888), a descendant of Capt. John 
Underhill.  Joseph and his sister, Freda (Elizabeth Elfreda 
Cox) were both active in family events, history and genealogy.  
Joseph published Project Overflight – One Family Looks Back 
at the Early Times on the Huntley Project”  in 1984.  This 
book covered the homesteading and his family’s early years in 
Montana beginning in 1907.  Joe’s second genealogy book 
was the Cox Family in America published in 1990.  Since Joe 

found publishing costs unreasonable, he printed and bound his 
own books.

PRESIDENTIAL MEMORIAL CERTIFICATE 
 
  The Presidential Memorial Certificate (PMC) is an engraved 
paper certificate signed by the current President that 
recognizes the memory of honorably discharged deceased 
veterans.  Eligible recipients include veterans and veterans’  
next of kin.  More than one certificate may be provided to the 
recipient.  Eligible recipients, or someone acting on their 
behalf, may apply in person at any VA regional office, by fax, 
or by U. S. mail.  Requests can’ t be sent via e-mail, and there 
is not a specific form for requesting a PMC.  Enclose a copy 
of the veteran’s discharge papers and death certificate with a 
request and submit copies only, as the VA will not return 
original documents.  Questions about a certificate received, a 
request, or the program, may be sent to the VA at 
pmc@mail.va.gov or call (202) 565-4964.  To request a PMC, 
fax a request that includes a copy of the discharge papers, and 
death certificate to (202) 565-8054, or mail these documents 
to:  Presidential Memorial Certificates, Veterans Affairs 
(41A1C), 810 Vermont Ave., NW, Washington, DC 20420.¨  
 

GRAVE SITE LOCATOR 
 

  To locate a veteran buried in a national cemetery, visit the 
VA’s website which contains the locations for veterans buried 
in most national cemeteries.  Go to www.cem.va.gov and 
search for a veteran with the Nationwide Gravesite Locator 
link.  If you can’ t locate someone, write to the VA and provide 
the following: 
- Full name, with alternate spellings; 
- Date and place of birth; 
- Date and place of death; 
- State in which the individual entered active duty service; 
- Military service branch. 

  Most requests take about four weeks to process.  Include 
your return mailing address, phone number, or e-mail address 
and mail to:  National Cemetery Administration, Burial 
Location Request (41C1), 810 Vermont Ave. NW, 
Washington, DC 20420.¨  
 

FUNERAL HONORS 
 
  The Department of Defense (DoD) is responsible for 
providing military funeral honors.  Every eligible veteran, 
upon the family’s request, receives a military funeral honors 
ceremony, which includes a folding and presentation of the U. 
S. burial flag, the playing of “Taps,”  and two or more 
uniformed military persons present, at least one being a 
member of the veteran’s parent service.  The DoD expects 
funeral home directors to request honors on behalf of the 
veterans’  family, but the National Cemetery Administration 
and veterans’  organizations can assist with arranging military 
funeral honors.  Visit the DoD-sponsored website at 
www.militaryfuneralhonors.osd.mil for more information.¨

While originally with 
Angels of Chapel Hill, 11th Airborne, WWII as a Jumpmaster 
he broke his ankle and was reassigned to Platoon Sergeant.  
He received the Asiatic Pacific Theater Service Medal and the 
Good Conduct Medal.  His civilian war efforts included work 
with Ford Motor Company where he received an award for 
cutting out 750,000 jeep seats at the Army-Navy “E for 
Excellence”  ceremony when Ypsilanti Reed received its 
award, Ionia, Michigan.  This was prior to his joining the 
Army as they did not want him to go because his job helped 
the war effort.  Earl’s lineage is reported in the Underhill 
Genealogy, Volume 7, pp. 383-384 and Volume 5, p. 859.  His 
daughter Merrilee Alice provided his picture and of his 
brothers Floyd and Paul.

George 
registered as a Conscientious Objector (CO) and, in 1972, 
while attending graduate school, was called for a physical, told 
he was too thin, to go home and gain some weight.

Thomas registered as a CO and 
after graduating from college in 1971, worked in Children’s 
Hospital in Washington, DC as that would qualify as 
alternative service.  He was never called.  Charles was drafted 
in 1967 after graduating from college and served for two years 
as a Private, the last six months in Viet Nam.

BROTHERS THREE EARN MEDALS 
AT HAGG LAKE TRIATHLON 

 
Scoggins Valley Park:  In a demonstration of raw courage 
and dedicated determination, the Brothers Three participated 
in the annual Hagg Lake Triathlon, Saturday, July 10 (Hagg 
Lake is the gem of Scoggins Valley Park located some 50 
miles southwest of Portland Oregon). 
  The Brothers Three Team, was made up of Jim Underhill, 53, 
of Edmonds, WA; John Underhill, 51, Portland and David F. 
Underhill, 49, also of Portland.  They were among the 800 
entrants in the competition, males and females aged 12 to 74 
years who competed in the traditional triathlon events of 
swimming, running and biking. 
  For the Brothers Three, Jim did the bike race 12-miles; John 
the running, 3-miles; and David the swimming, a half mile in 
calm, 70 degrees water.  Their team was the oldest of any in 
the competition. 
  In recognition of their entry and competitive spirit, the 
Brothers Three were presented with the Jake;s Restaurant’s 

Medal.  They prepared for their efforts over a period of some 
four months training. 
  Commenting on the swimming race, David stated, “ It was 
not like swimming in a pool.  There was no reachable bottom 
nor sides to touch.  But, I’d do it again.”  
  John was a doubtful starter.  He had “ tweaked”  a muscle in 
his left calf while doing a training run uphill to Lewis and 
Clark College, his alma mater.  In fact, during the race he felt 
a slight twinge, but the muscle relaxed and he finished at a 
running pace. 
  Jim, going the longest distance of all three, realized that the 
next time he competes he’ ll ride a racing style bike rather than 
a mountain climb model. 
  Will there be a next time? 
    The competition was not five minutes old when the 
Brothers Three affirmed their intent to enter the Blue Lake 
Park in 2005.  It’s closer to home… about 25-miles east of 
Portland, and the terrain is less hilly.
