“KEEPING FAMILY TOGETHER” 
Circular Letters Sent to Headquarters 

Perpetuates Record. 
 
  A novel idea has been originated by the widely scattered 
Ohioan Riggs family in order that its members may keep in 
touch with each other.  A branch of the family originated at 
Portsmouth, O., 66 years ago, when Joseph Riggs and his 
newly married wife settled there.  Their ten children grew to 
manhood and womanhood and the rapidly increasing circle of 
cousins made anything more than sporadic correspondence 
impossible.  The Riggs family letter was devised to meet this 
demand and every six days a bulky envelope arrives at 
Portsmouth, O., where a single representative of the family 
still lives.  The Riggs family has left its mark upon Ohio, and 
has the proud distinction of being without a single black 
sheep.  The family had a reunion in Portsmouth about ten 
years ago.  Long before that time they had adopted the scheme 
of a “family letter” for keeping in touch with each other.  The 
circuit of this letter originally included the first, second and 
third generations of the descendants of Joseph Riggs, and as 
younger ones grow up or are married they are taken into the 
circuit.  When the first letter was written the one writing it 
simply indited [inserted?] the news of his own household and 
whatever might be of interest to the relatives at large and sent 
it to the relatives living in the town nearest him.  This person 
read the letter, then wrote one himself (or herself), placed it in 
the envelope with the other and sent it to the next one on the 
circuit, who repeated the operation, and so it went, each one 
adding a letter addressed to the family in general till it got 
around to the one who started it.  By this time it was a pretty 
big package.  The original sender then takes out his own old 
letter and puts in a new one.  The circuit is a long one, 
including Boston, New York, Pittsburgh, Cleveland, 
Cincinnati, Chicago, Florida, California and scores of other 
places and states – so many that it takes just two months for 
the letter to complete the circuit.  For several years the circuit 
included Rome, Italy. – Chicago Journal.

Clark is one of seven children of Jane Underhill and Charles 
Ranous.  He was born Apr. 15, 1843 and died Dec. 5, 1904.  

His 
lineage is reported in the Underhill Genealogy, Vol. 6, p. 1546 
(#4860a).  See additional information about Clark and his 
family in the update on Charles William Schaller.

Helen was born Nov. 27, 1873 and died Apr. 10, 1946.  She 
married Apr. 12, 1899 Charles H. Schaller (1865-1946).

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ANDREW RANOUS SCHALLER 

 
 
Andrew was born Mar. 22, 1900 and died Sep. 5, 1982.  He 
married Aug. 27, 1927 Florence Genevieve Prisk (born Nov. 
14, 1901, died Nov. 9, 1954).  Additional information about 
Andrew and his family is included in the update for Charles 
William Schaller. 
 
CHARLES WILLIAM SCHALLER 

 
 
Charles was born Feb. 12, 1935 in Janesville, WI.  He married 
Jan. 3, 1984 Patricia Jean (Urquhart) Townsend in Waukegan, 
IL.  He sent to the Society several pictures of ancestors in his 
family and these are shown in this issue.  An extract of the 
letter Charles forwarded to the Society dated Nov. 18, 2004, 
follows: 
  “Many thanks for your letter of Oct. 29…. 
  “I have no computer or website and am indebted to my 
stepson, Peter Townsend, for finding the Sutton-Appleton 
internet source (contact: Larry Sutton) based on the Society’s 
Underhill Genealogy.   
  “The Sutton-Appleton source is however, incomplete – at 
least in the form Peter got it.  It states that Jane Underhill (UG 
2733 – ID 116821) and Charles Ranous (1806-1850) had four 
children.  In fact, they had seven: (1) James (1827-1911); (2) 

Adeline Eliza (1829-1904); (3) Marion Wallace (1831-36); (4) 
George Underhill (Jan-Oct 1834); (5) Henry (1838-1900); (6) 
Charles Carroll (1840-1923); and (7) Clark E. Ranous (1843-
1904), my great-grandfather. 
  “I enclose photographs of (1) Jane Underhill Ranous; (2) 
Clark Ranous; (3) his daughter, my grandmother Helen 
Ranous Schaller; (4) my father Andrew Ranous Schaller; (5) 
my wife Patricia and me.  Also enclosed is Clark’s sister 
Adeline Eliza Ranous (July 24, 1829-Jan. 8, 1904) who 
married a William Underhill.  If William was a relative I hope 
he was a very distant relative. 
  “Charles and Jane Ranous were both born in Poughkeepsie, 
NY; probably married there, and had at least two children 
there (perhaps two more) – then moved to Wisconsin.  Their 
fifth child was born in Green Bay in 1838.  Charles was a 
blacksmith who bought a farm near Palmyra, in Jefferson 
County.  It still is a working farm.  Charles went to California 
in 1850 to mine gold and died there of cholera in Dec. 1850.  I 
have letters he wrote to Jane in route. 
  “In 1855 Jane sold all but two acres of the farm but 
continued to live on the two acres at least until after the Civil 
War.  I also have letters she wrote to Clark while he was in a 
Union hospital (he was in Co. I, 13th Wis. Infantry) in 1864-
65.  At some point Jane moved back to Green Bay, possibly to 
live with her daughter Adeline or son James.  All three are 
buried in Green Bay. 
  “Clark, like his brothers, worked for the railways.  He was 
freight agent for the North-Western Railroad – first in 
Watertown, then Janesville, WI.  His daughter Helen married 
my grandfather, Charles H. Schaller, who owned and operated 
the Janesville Steam Laundry and Dry Cleaners.  My father, 
Andrew Ranous Schaller, followed him in that business. 
  “I graduated with high honors from the University of 
Wisconsin in 1957 (B. A., also Phi Beta Kappa).  After a 
fellowship study year in Germany, I joined the U. S. 
Department of State in 1959.  I was in the U. S. Foreign 
Service for 26 years, serving at posts in Great Britain, Austria, 
Germany, Romania, Ireland and, of course, Washington.  I 
was three times awarded the State Department’s Meritorious 
Service Award. 
  “My wife Patty received a B. S. degree in 1958 from Illinois 
State University and later received a master’s degree in 
education from Northern Illinois University.  In addition to 
raising four children, she was a teacher and, later, a program 
director for the College of Lake County, Lake County, Illinois.  
We have three grandchildren and divide our time between a 
home in Waukegan, and a lakeside cottage in Jefferson 
County, WI (not far from the old Ranous farm in Palmyra). 
  “I have told my sister, Mrs. Judith Nelson about the 
Underhill Society.  She has four children and a number of 
grandchildren, and may, at some point, be interested in 
applying for Society membership…. 
  “Yours, Charles Schaller”

  In a letter to the Society dated December 20, 2004, Bob 
wrote: 
  “I would like to take this opportunity to add some additional 
information, on myself.  With reference to the copy of page 
842 & 843 [of the Underhill Genealogy, Volume 5], enclosed, 
Marilyn Mary (Knight) and I were divorced on September 5, 
2001.  On March 29, 2003 I married Beverley Grace 
MacInnis.  Bev. was born Beverley Grace Havill, February 6, 
1934 in Halifax, Nova Scotia, Canada.  Our marriage took 
place on Osprey, Florida. 
  “Since Bev. will maintain her Canadian citizenship, we will 
be wintering at my home in Osprey, Florida, and the summers 
at her home in Victoria Beach, Manitoba, on the east shore of 
Lake Winnipeg.” 
  Robert Le Grand Underhill is the son of Le Grand Underhill 
who served as a Treasurer, Vice President, and President of 
the Underhill Society.  His lineage is reported in the Underhill 
Genealogy, Volume 5, p. 670. 
 
STEVEN MICHAEL UNDERHILL 
  Steven and his wife Jodi are the proud parents of a little girl 
born December 18, 2004, in Wichita Falls, TX.  The girl is 
named Emma Lee Underhill and weighed 4 lbs 12 oz at birth.  
Steven is a son of Carl Jackson Underhill.  Their lineage is 
reported in the Underhill Genealogy, Volume 7, pp. 627-628. 
 
 

OBITUARIES 
 

HERBERT JABEZ UNDERHILL  
  In the May 27, 1948 issue of The Bellaire Record the 
following obituary appeared: 
 
Herbert J. Underhill Passes Away May 27 at Daughter’s 
Home 
  “Herbert J. Underhill, an old resident of Bellaire, died at 1:00 
a. m., Thursday, May 27, 1948, at Haslett, Michigan.  He was 
85 years, 4 months, and 18 days old.  He had been ill for 
several years. 
  “His parents were Rebecca and Alfred Underhill. 
  “He was born in Michigan December 9, 1862.  He married 
Clarise [Clarissa] Holmes September 11, 1884, at Lisbon, 
Michigan, and lived there until 1893, when he came to 
Bellaire.  He lived here until 1946 when he went to live with 
his daughter, Mrs. Shirley Pope, at Haslett.  His wife died 
November 28, 1941. 
  “Most of his life was spent as a farmer in the lumber 
industry.  He was a very good citizen, industrious and hard 
working. 
  “He leaves to mourn his death two daughters Shirley Pope of 
Haslett and Inez Perry of Muskegon [Ludington]; one son, 
Alfred Underhill of Saskatchewan, Canada, a number of 
grandchildren and great grandchildren, and a brother G. 

Delbert Underhill of Boyne City.  A daughter, Alice Barnes 
preceded him in death. 
  “The funeral will be held at 2:00 p. m. Saturday at the 
Matthew Funeral Home.  Interment will be in Lakeview 
Cemetery.” 
  Herbert Jabez Underhill is an 8th generation descendant of 
Capt. John Underhill.  He was born Dec. 8, 1862 and died 
May 27, 1948.  On Sep. 11, 1884 he married Clarissa Ezelia 
Holmes (b 1863 d 1941).  For a number of years they lived in 
Sparta, MI and then homesteaded in Bellaire (Kearney 
Township, Antrim Co.) MI. Their children includ Inez Dale, 
Alfred Clark, Shirley Mae, Alyce Madge, and Alta Marjorie.  
His lineage is reported in the Underhill Genealogy, Vol. 7, pp. 
191-192.

JOHN PHILLIP UNDERHILL  
 
  The obituary for this descendant was forwarded by Clyde A. 
Underhill of Eugene, OR.  The name of the publication in 
which this obituary was published and the date were not 
provided. 
 
  “John Phillip Underhill, of Anchorage, Alaska, passed away 
Dec. 27, 2000, of natural causes.  He was 51 years old. 
  “Funeral services will be held at 11 a. m., Tuesday, Jan. 2, 
2001, at the Melba chapel of The Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter Day Saints on Randolf Road.  The family will greet 
friends at the church one hour prior to services.  Bishop Brent 
Zeyer will officiate.  Burial will follow in the Melba 
Cemetery.  Services are under the direction of the Zeyer 
Funeral Chapel, Nampa. 
  “John was born Aug. 1, 1949, in Palo Alto, California, the 
son of Margaret and Clyde Underhill.  Their family later 
moved to Fremont, California where they grew up.  He 
attended Washington High School and later went to Brigham 
Young University where he earned a bachelors and masters 
degree. 
  “While attending BYU, he met Connie Elizabeth Harris, of 
Melba and on Dec. 22, 1973 they were married in the Mani, 
Utah Temple of The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day 
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Saints.  To this union six children were born.  Kimberly, Janie, 
Jacob, Joshua, Jeremiah, and Jesse. 
  “He was a tremendous husband and father.  He enjoyed 
watching his children grow up around him and always 
participated in their various activities.  He was there for each 
of his son’s football and basketball games.  He helped to 
coach little league teams as well.  He just wanted to spend any 
time he could with his children.  He loved living in Alaska and 
enjoyed fishing, camping, and spending time with his family 
outdoors. 
  “John started his career in banking as a personnel director 
and worked for banks in Utah and Oregon, and ended up 
working for the National Bank of Alaska, in Anchorage.  He 
later changed careers and worked for Alaska Commercial 
Company, then the Odem Corporation where he was presently 
the Human Resource Director.  He enjoyed his interaction 
with people and had a real talent of teaching and training 
them.  He loved to help people grow and see them become 
better people and better employees. 
  “He was also very active in The Church of Jesus Christ of 
Latter Day Saints.  He was baptized at the age of 21 and 
shortly thereafter served a 2-year mission in the Texas North 
Mission.  Other areas of voluntary service included being the 
Bishop of both the 4th and 18th wards, High Counselor, Ward 
Missions Leader, Sunday School Teacher and Young Men’s 
group leader.  He was currently serving as the Stake Clerk in 
the Anchorage Alaska North Stake.  He always enjoyed his 
assignments and the people he worked with.  He was thrilled 
when the LDS Temple was built in Anchorage and enjoyed 
attending it as often as he could.
